The program:

Painting
Basic concepts and techniques of watercolors, acrylic and oil painting.
1 For beginners: Easy studies of chosen color challenges, the application of 
colors, composition, chromatology.
2 For advanced: extended program, more detailed and specialized 
challenges and techniques. 

Graphics
3 Drawing with different tools: pencil, crayons, pastel.
4 Printing: monotopy (a colored, once-only flat printing technique that is 
easy to learn).
5 Colored travel diary.

6 Collages.
7 Pictures with materials (i.e. sand, pigments).
8 Objects.
For 6, 7 and 8 you may use acryl/oil/watercolors/monotopy as techniques, 
and materials found by you on beaches and mountains.
